Materials: 
100% Cotton Yarn 
  I use Lion Brand 24/7 or “I Love This Yarn” 
  5mm crochet hook  
  Crochet sewing needle 
   
 
Note: 
Instead of turning and chaining I use the Stacked 
Single Crochet.  It leaves a nice smooth edge.

Chain (ch)  

Stitch (st) 

Slip Stitch (slst)  

Single Crochet (sc)  

Double Crochet (dc) 

Stack Single Crochet (ssc) See below 
 
(*) Repeat 
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 Chain 37, dc in 3rd chain from hook, and across OR

Row 2: Turn, ssc in first st, (Counts as dc), dc in each st across.  (35) 
Rows 3 – 17:  Repeat row 2.   
Finish off. 

 
Sew in all your tails

Turn your work, work a single crochet into first st, then work another single crochet into the second post of the first
